Cars use Vitra as a cut through when the train is
passing and S. Presa is blocked. Currently the
sidewalks are a mess, and there is no bike lane.
Additionally, sight distance is limited by
pedestrian rail along Northbound Presa, so cars
must "inch into lane" to see oncoming traffic.
